As September arrives we often turn our minds back 
to more regular routines with school, work and sport.

I would strongly 
encourage anyone operating a business or looking to 
start one to access www.smallbusiness.alberta.ca. The 
website has access to information on start-up, opera-
tions, finance and regulations all specific to small busi-
ness. Contact numbers and emails are also available 
on the site, to which answers to specific questions can 
be addressed. Using available resources strengthens 
the connectivity and resiliency of our province and al-
lows investors and decisions makers to monitor trends 
in issues or regulations affecting them. A strong, sup-
portive wealth-creating business environment allows 
our province to sustain health, educational and social 
services for all without the need to carry irresponsible,  
inter-generational debt.
